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4 Follow-up on the next actions (see minutes of the previous
meeting)

4.1 Represent the LS grid users

1. MoU with EGI.eu: the procedure (just circulated on the mailing list by Silvia) is
heavy and the added value for the VRC is not clear yet. Ideally, the purpose of this
MoU would be that EGI.eu provides a single interface between the VRC and the
NGIs and/or sites. Yannick will draft an answer to Steve Brewer and circulate it on
the mailing list before sending.

4.2 Coordinate actions

User registration procedure and database. biomed started to design a database
to serve as a backend for a new user registration system. This database schema will be
circulated on the mailing list for comments from other VOs. Having a common system
would also facilitate the registration of users to multiple VOs. Once the database is created
(biomed), the appropriate survey will be issued to users. This system will interact with
VOMS and with the EGI application DB.

Tom: is it really a good idea to ask users to fill in yet another form? Yannick: it will
replace the current registration procedures. Marco acknowledges that using only VOMS
is not ideal.

4.3 Provide technical services

1. send a survey to supporting VOs on their current operational procedures (user reg-
istration and management, infrastructure monitoring, production control), the asso-
ciated software, the missing links and related requirements.
